This stature was made by the lost wax 

process.  It is one of the oldest known 

methods of working with molten metal.  It 

originated in the Middle East in the 9 th 

century and was taken  to West Africa by 

trade routes.  The artist first sculpts wax into a form, coats it 

with clay . When it is dry the molten bronze is poured  into it , 

melting the wax and filling the space.  When the bronze 

cools the clay is broke n away revealing the form.  

This musician was created in Burkina Faso by several of the 

over 400 artisans near Ouagadougou, the capital city. 

They are employed by the relief, development and peace  

agency of the North American Mennonite Church.   

Ten Thousands Villages , one of the worldõs oldest fair trade 

organizations , works with groups in over 38 countries.  

The High Museum has pieces from Burkina Faso in its 

African Art collection.
